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We will be writing a short narrative and
newspaper report.

We will be developing our writing by using the

following SPaG skills to:

e use tense consistently, for example -
typically past tense for narration, present
tense in dialogue

e use a range of conjunctions to show time,
place and cause

e punctuate direct speech accurately,
including the use of inverted commas

e use a wide range of ambitious vocabulary to
include adjectives, adverbs and verbs to

help bring our descriptive writing to Iife

We will be reading

Reading will take place in Year 3 as whole class
sessions. Sessions will follow the agreed school
sequence for the teaching of reading.

We will be reading ‘The Worst Witch’ to develop
our fluency. Fluency sessions will build upon
pupil’s accuracy, automaticity and prosody. In
extended sessions, pupils will spend an
extended amount of time reading. Discussion of
the text also forms part of this lesson and will
focus on a range of questioning.

Reading books will be changed regularly and

tables.
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Our project is: Farm to Fork

Our Big Question is: Where does our food
come from and how does it get to our plate?

We will:

e map and describe the journeys that food
take to get to our plate from around the
world

o start to understand land use in the UK

e compare different types of farming

e discuss the threat of farming

e discuss food miles and fair trade.

We will be getting into our school garden to
plant our own crops and into the kitchen to
prepare a healthy, balanced meal.

Links to our previous learning are:

e building on our knowledge of the world
map to identify where foods come from

¢ making links with climate and cultures
from previous studies.

Our project is: Plants

We will be:

* identifying and describing the
functions of different parts of
flowering plants

e exploring the requirements of plants
for life and growth and how they vary
from plant to plant

e investigating the way in which water is
transported within plants

e exploring the part that flowers play in
the life cycle of flowering plants,
including pollination, seed formation
and seed dispersal.
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We will be learning about Christianity.

Our Big Question is:

Could Jesus heal people? Were these
miracles or is there some other
explanation?

Links to previous learning are:

e inYear 1 pupils discussed
whether God wanted Christians to
look over the world

e inYear 2 pupils learnt about
Jesus’ teachings for Christians.
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Within this term, we will be exploring colour
and pattern in the design of St Basil’s
Cathedral. We will be recreating the
Cathedral using a variety of media and
exploring work by Austrian artist
Friedensreich Hundertwasser.

We will be working like artists/designers by

developing and using these skills by:

e using sketchbooks for recording line,
pattern and shape

e using oil pastel to create colour and
pattern

e looking at and discussing
Hundertwasser’s artwork

e testing our product.

This half term we will be swimming
between 12th - 23rd May. More
information to follow.
