Reading will take place in Year 3 as whole class\

sessions. Sessions will follow the agreed school
sequence for the teaching of reading.

We will be reading ‘Fantastic Mr Fox’ to develop
our fluency. Fluency sessions will build upon
pupils’ accuracy, automaticity and prosody. In
extended sessions, pupils will spend an
extended amount of time reading. Discussion of
the text also forms part of this lesson and will
focus on a range of questioning.

Reading books will be changed regularly on a
two week rota and Accelerated Reading
quizzes are encouraged to be completed at
home.
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Our project is: Mountains, Earthquakes and
Volcanoes

Our Big Question is: What causes a natural
disaster and what is the impact on the
environment and local community?

We will be learning to describe and understand
the key aspects of physical geography including
mountains, volcanoes, earthquakes and tsunamis
and the impact of these natural disaster.

We are working like geographers by developing
and using these skills:

asking and answering geographical questions
about the physical and human characteristics
of a location

using maps, atlases, globes and digital
Icomputer mapping to locate countries and
describe features

investigating causes and the impact of
natural disasters.

Our project is Light.

We will be investigating how shadows are
formed and look for patterns in what
happens to shadows when the light source
moves or the distance between the light
source and the object changes.
